Glossary of terms

HTML
HyperText Markup Language.  The computer language used to create web pages.

HTTP
HyperText Transfer Protocol.  The method used to send web pages over the internet.

IP
Internet Protocol (address).  The four numbers seperated by periods that are used to uniquely identify a computer on the web.

ISP
Internet Service Provider.  The company that provides the connection to the internet.

MODEM
Modulator Demodulator.  The device that allows a computer to send and receive data over normal telephone wires or your television cable.

URL
Uniform Resource Locator.  The location of a particular piece of information on the web.

WWW
World Wide Web.  The internet itself.
